It worn to protect the riders neck
from dirt, wind, and water, but also, as a piece of cloth that could serve as a sling in case of injury to the horse or rider.Today, riders have the choice between an already-tied stock tie which is convenient and simple to use. You can still add your personal stock pin on one that is completely pre-tied. Or you can choose the traditional four-fold stock tie,
which is tied with a nice big knot and closed with a stock pin. side, pull it through to have the tie hanging loosely around your neck. Make sure there are no twists in the fabric and that it lays flatTurn the whole tie to have both long pieces hanging at equal lengths to your left and right shoulders while the piece around your neck is also well centered. Thats when you can tighten as much as you want so it is sitting
comfortably around your neck and does not slide around. Now you are ready to tie the first knot. Take the right end of the tie and lay it over the left end. Tie a normal knot pulling the right end under the left end. Take each end and lay them over your shoulders. Right end over right shoulder, left end over left shoulder. Make another knot by taking the
right end that is laying over your right shoulder and lay it flat over the left end. Bring it through the fold of the left end that is laying over your left shoulder.When you tie the knot, adjust the tightness to your liking. If you want more volume and a bigger looking stock tie you leave it a bit looser, otherwise you tie the knot a bit stronger. Even out any
wrinkles. Take both ends and cross them over to finish the cross-tie look.Then you take your stock pin and secure both ends. To be sure the ends of the tie are not flying away and end up in your face, you can take safety pins and secure both ends to your shirt diagonally right and left. Once you put your jacket on, you can double check if you like the
size of your knot and the height of your pin or would like to adjust either. I've got a "ready tied" one and it's basically a sort of collar that velcros together at the back of your neck and the ties are just fastened to the collar piece at the front. I rang the company lol coz ready tied to me meant ready tied! Lady was marvellous (she must have
thought I was a complete pratt) and explained that with the "ready tied" ones you just loosely cross the two ties over each other, stick a stock pin through the middle of the cross over, put the whole thing round your neck, stick your jacket on and fluff up the tie ends that are below the pin so it looks about right. these "Ready Tied Stocks" is in the dustbin. Go and buy yourself a "proper" stock, in a size appropriate for your neck. Put it on with the middle in the front (there is a hole for your shirt button) and the two ends hanging down the back. Thread the one end through the keeper. Bring the two ends round to the front and pull TIGHT. Then all you do is -
left over right and tighten, then right over left - and tighten. You should end up with a vertical knot. Then cross over the two ends just below the knot and fasten with a PLAIN bar stock pin, put in horizontally. ONLY Masters and Hunt Staff wear their pins on the vertical. Just above "boob" level, pull the sides of the stock out and fasten with 2 safety
pins to stop it moving about. That gets you the square knot; then
flip the ends over and pin. Im terrible at tying a stock. Ive looked at videos, etc. I still suck Im with Equibrit on this topic. Ive been hunting just under 50 years. When I started hunting a 4 fold stock was worn by everyone. Then one started to see shaped ties on a few members, and now, except for the MFH and me, shaped are worn by everyone in our
hunt club. Not too long ago, maybe five years ago, a member approached me and told me that she could show me how to properly tie a stock if I wanted to learn. I explained that my four fold was properly tied, but as her eyes glazed over, I gave up. It is far more useful as a bandage or sling than the shaped ties, and has many more pins holding it in
place.Foxglove Joined 29 July 2005 Messages 12,552 Visit site I have a Dressage comp tomorrow and I can't work out how to do it!
