Life experience is a common theme in Kahlo's approximately 200 paintings, sketches and drawings. Her physical and emotional pain are depicted starkly on canvases, as is
her turbulent relationship with her husband, fellow artist Diego Rivera, who she married twice. Of her 143 paintings, 55 are self-portraits. The devastation to her body from the bus accident is shown in stark detail in The Broken Column. Kahlo is depicted nearly naked, split down the middle, with her spine presented as a broken decorative column.
Her skin is dotted with nails. She is also fitted with a surgical brace. Kahlo's first self-portrait was Self-Portrait in a Velvet Dress in 1926. It was painted in the style of 19th Century Mexican portrait painters who themselves were greatly influenced by the European Renaissance masters. She also sometimes drew from the Mexican painters in her use of
a background of tied-back drapes. Self-Portrait - Time Flies (1929), Portrait of a Woman in White (1930) and Self-Portrait Dedicated to Leon Trotsky (1937) all bear this background. I paint self-portraits because I am so often alone, because I am the person I know best." - Frida Kahlo In her second-self portrait, "Time Flies," Kahlo uses a folk style and
vibrant colors. She wears peasant clothing, and the red, white and green in the painting are the colors of the Mexican flag. During her life, self portrait is a subject that Frida Kahlo always returns to, as artists have always returned to their beloved themes - Rembrandt his Self Portrait, Vincent van Gogh his Sunflowers, and Claude Monet his Water
Lilies. Kahlo and Rivera had a tumultuous relationship, marked by multiple affairs on both sides. Self-Portrait With Cropped Hair (1940), Kahlo is depicted in a man's suit, holding a pair of scissors, with her fallen hair around the chair in which she sits. This represents the times she would cut the hair Rivera loved when he had affairs. The 1937
painting Memory, the Heart, shows Kahlo's pain over her husband's affair with her younger sister Christina. A large broken heart at her feet shows the intensity of Kahlo's anguish. Frida Kahlo and Diego Rivera divorced in 1939, but reunited a year later and remarried. The Two Fridas (1939) depicts Kahlo twice, shortly after the divorce. One Frida
wears a costume from the Tehuana region of Mexico, representing the Frida that Diego loved. The other Frida wears a European dress as the woman who Diego betrayed and rejected. Later, she is back in Tehuana dress in Self-Portrait as a Tehuana (1943) and Self Portrait (1948). Pre-Columbian artifacts were common both in the Kahlo/Rivera home
(Diego collected sculptures and idols, and Frida collected Jewelry) and in Kahlo's paintings. She had only one solo exhibition in Mexico in her lifetime, in 1953, just a year before her death at
the age of 47. Today, her works sell for very high prices. Widely known for her Marxist

Viva la Vida, Watermelons - by Frida Kahlo Viva la Vida, Watermelons is the last painting that Frida Kahlo did. A vibrant conclusion to the short life of Frida Kahlo, Viva la Vida, Watermelons features rich color contrasts, curves and angles, and a final
message from the artist herself. Kahlo put the finishing touches on her watermelon-themed painting just a few days before her death in 1954. Frida Kahlo inscribed "Vida la Viva" on the central melon wedge at the bottom of the canvas, which translates as "Long live life", just eight days before she died. This may have been a straightforward statement
as she neared death. It may also have been an ironic commentary on her pain-filled existence due to polio, a bus accident, and multiple surgeries. Watermelons have hard shells that protect the soft flesh inside. When you bite into the flesh, you experience cool, juicy sweetness. At its most elemental, a watermelon could symbolize the artist herself,
who had to develop a thick skin to weather a life marked with physical pain, a troubled marriage to artist Diego Rivera and harsh criticism of her art. However, Kahlo shows in the painting that once her shell is cut open, it reveals an inner life that is vibrant, fresh, and sweet. Also, the many seeds of the watermelons, like those of the pomegranate in
Greek mythology, symbolize fertility as well as immortality. Once the fruit is gone, the seeds carry the promise of new life forward into eternity. Museum Photo of Viva la Vida, Watermelons Watermelons also relate to the traditional Mexican Day of the Dead, when relatives imagine their dead feasting on watermelon and other favorite foods. On this
day, Mexicans celebrate their dead rather than mourn them. The artist herself echoes this spirit in her statement, "Long live life." The whole watermelon in the middle of the painting is spherical like the earth. It is a complete circle like the cycle of birth and death. In her diary, just days before her death, Kahlo penned her final entry stating: I hope the
exit is joyful - and I hope never to return." Viva la Vida, Watermelons is a bright and vibrant celebration of life in both its simplicity of composition and complexity of emotional expression. It is not emblematic of the fear of death, nor is it hopelessly longing for the continuation of her own life. When Kahlo's husband, Rivera, was nearing death three
years later, he painted his own watermelon epitaph, perhaps as a testament to their spiritual bond. El nombre de la cancién Viva la Vida fue tomado de una pintura de la artista mejicana Frida Kahlo. La admiraciéon de Martin por Kahlo llevé a que la cancién (2008) llevara el mismo nombre que el cuadro (1954): Viva la Vida. Viva la Vida (1954) de Frida Kahlo La letra de la cancién habla del rey Luis XVI de Francia y relata en primera persona
lo que le sucedi6 al monarca antes y durante la Revolucién Francesa (1789). Va narrando lo que vivié desde el inicio de su reinado (1774) hasta su propia muerte (1793), decapitado en la guillotina por los revolucionarios, frente al pueblo, en Paris, en la que por entonces era la Plaza de la Revolucion, actualmente llamada Plaza de la Concordia. En
varias de las estrofas, cuenta todo esto con claridad: "Yo solia gobernar el mundo, los mares se alzaban cuando yo lo ordenaba. Ahora, en la mafiana duermo solo". El rey que solia gobernar y tenia el poder absoluto, luego fue derrocado por los revolucionarios, capturado y encarcelado en "La conciergerie" (Palacio de la Ciudad -de Paris-, que fue
convertido en prision del estado), donde paso sus ultimos dias antes del juicio, solo, separado de la reina (Maria Antonieta) y de sus 3 hijos. "Escuchaba cémo la gente cantaba: 'ahora que el viejo rey ha muerto, jlarga vida al rey!"". Luego de la muerte por viruela de Luis XV, su nieto Louis Vincent pasaria a ser el rey de Francia, Luis XVI. Frente a
estos acontecimientos, los cortesanos gritaban por los pasillos del castillo: "El viejo rey ha muerto, jlarga vida al rey!". "Por un minuto yo tenia la llave, después las paredes estaban cerradas ante mi. Y descubri que mis castillos estaban construidos sobre pilares de sal y pilares de arena". Luis XV habia sido un rey conocido por su libertinaje y su
negligencia para con los asuntos de Francia en sus ultimos anos. Su muerte fue como un alivio para la gente, que vivié en la miseria durante tanto tiempo y veia en un nuevo rey joven (19 afios) una esperanza de cambio. Cuando Luis XVI comenz6 a reinar, descubrié lo mal que estaba la situacion del pais. Se dio cuenta que, pese a haberse convertido
en rey y tener poder absoluto, también se encontraba "encerrado" en el rol de monarca de una nacién que iba camino a la decadencia. "Mis misioneros en un campo extranjero". Luis XVI fue reconocido como un rey sabio, leia mucho, le apasionaba la geografia y la navegaciéon maritima. Por todo esto, envié misioneros para descubrir y estudiar paises
extranjeros. "Por alguna razén que no puedo explicar, una vez que te fuiste, nunca, nunca hubo una palabra honesta. Asi fue cuando goberné el mundo... Ventanas rotas y el sonido de tambores, la gente no podia creer en lo que me habia convertido". Después de la revolucion, los revolucionarios querian que el rey fuese recordado como un hombre
débil, sin personalidad, bueno para nada e incluso un tirano y un déspota. Todo para defender la revolucion. Pero otros recordaban a Luis XVI como un rey que amé a su pueblo, tanto que no quiso derramar sangre, incluso cuando los tiempos se pusieron dificiles y, aunque era la opcién mas segura para mantener el orden, no lo hizo. En cambio, las
circunstancias llevaron a que la sangre derramada por aquel entonces no fuera otra que la del propio monarca. Fue derrocado, capturado y, cuando estaban a punto de cortarle la cabeza, algunos le oyeron decir: "Pueblo de Francia, soy inocente, perdono a los responsables de mi muerte. Ruego a Dios que la sangre derramada aqui nunca caiga sobre
Francia o sobre ustedes, mi gente desafortunada". Pero otros tantos no pudieron oirlo porque sus dichos fueron tapados por el fuerte repiquetear de los tambores. En su final, Luis XVI no encontré "una palabra honesta", se sintié decepcionado, incomprendido. Su labor -gracias a la cual, a posteriori, el estado unido lograria la independencia- no le era
reconocida. En cambio, la gente decia mentiras sobre él y, por ende, se sintié traicionado. "Los revolucionarios esperan por mi cabeza en una bandeja de plata. Sélo una marioneta en una cuerda solitaria. Oh! Quién querria ser rey?". Esta estrofa deja bien en claro (mas que cualquier otra) que esta hablando de Luis XVI. Condenado a la guillotina, los
revolucionarios esperaban la cabeza del rey "en una bandeja de plata" (tal como se estilaba por aquel entonces). Por otro lado, cuentan que cuando Louis Vincent supo que habia muerto su abuelo (Luis XV) y que por lo tanto le tocaria la enorme responsabilidad de convertirse en el rey de Francia, se puso de rodillas y dijo: "Querido Dios, guianos y
protégenos (a él y a su esposa, Maria Antonieta), somos demasiado jovenes para reinar". Este episodio llevd a que Luis XVI fuese conocido como 'el hombre que no queria ser rey'. "Quién querria ser rey?". Portada del album Viva la Vida or Death and All His Friends (2008) Por su parte, la tapa del disco Viva la Vida or Death and All His Friends, que
incluye esta cancion, es una reproduccion de la pintura Libertad guiando al pueblo (1830) de Eugene Delacroix, que conmemora la Revoluciéon Francesa. Es otro elemento que deja en claro que Viva la Vida cuenta lo sucedido al malogrado rey que reinaba en ese momento: Luis XVI. Video alternativo de Viva la Vida Ademaés, Coldplay realiz6 un video
alternativo (arriba) en el que se puede ver a Chris Martin vestido de rey, caminando por una ciudad y llevando consigo una copia de la obra de Delacroix. Esta es una version mas explicita sobre el significado de la letra de la cancién respecto del video oficial (abajo) lanzado en primera instancia por la banda, el cual es mas artistico y simbdlico: se ve a
los integrantes del grupo y de fondo se aprecian por momentos fragmentos del mencionado cuadro.
